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he Large Public Power Council is an
organization comprised of 22 of the

largest locally owned and operated electric
systems in the nation. Collectively, our
members own and operate over 44,000
megawatts of generation and more than
24,000 circuit miles of transmission lines.

From Los Angeles to Seattle — from New
York to Texas — LPPC members directly
and indirectly provide reliable, low-cost
elect r ic i ty to most of the 40
million people served by
publicly owned utilities.
LPPC customers include
many Fortune 500 cor-
porations as well as tens
of thousands of large and
small businesses located in
some of the fastest growing urban and rural
residential and commercial markets in
America. Some of larger cities served by
LPPC member utilities include: Memphis,
Orlando, Jacksonville, Phoenix, Omaha,
Los Angeles, Seattle, Austin, and Sacramento.

Like their 2000 smaller public power counterparts
located in every state but Hawaii, LPPC member
utilities are not-for-profit entities committed
only to the local communities and customers
they serve.

That means keeping costs down and service at
the highest possible level. Locally owned
power rates are more than 15 percent lower
than those charged by for-profit shareholder-
owned utilities.

LPPC members support enhanced environ-
mentally responsible development of all energy
resources — coal, hydro, nuclear, renewables
such as biomass, wind, solar and emerging
technologies such as fuel cells. LPPC member
utilities are recognized
leaders in encouraging
energy efficiency,
conservation and in the
development of clean
energy technologies.
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LPPC members are located in 11 states across the country and in Puerto Rico.
